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Summary:

Poetry is speech emanating from feelings, and what is dictated by the
reality of the life that the poet lives. Andalusian poetry came to shed light
on values in all their forms and formations in life, and reflecting them in
poetry, as poetry is not just a speech, but rather a mirror reflecting the
individual and society and the extent of their strong adherence to, reverence
and glorification of ideals. It is also a representative and depictor of the
Andalusian civilization, that luminous constellation that extended for
nearly eight centuries. Thus, the poets of Andalusia presented throughout
those centuries and the ages in them the most splendid, beautiful and best
poetic images expressing their values that they cherish in the depths of their
selves and boast about in all parts of the earth. The crown of knowledge
was one of the most prestigious things that a person can be crowned with
in life, and thus I had a strong and urgent desire to obtain a master's degree
to crown that ambition with my specialization in Andalusian literature, and
because the book (Ara'is al-Adab) by Ibn Saeed al-Andalusi (d. 685 AH)
is one of the new books that appeared on the literary scene in general and
the Andalusian scene in particular, my thesis supervisor, Dr. Ghaida
Ahmed Saadoun, suggested that we study values in it, and based on this
came the title of the thesis (Values in the Book Ara'is al-Adab by Ibn Saeed
al-Andalusi (d. 685 AH).

This study came to consist of two chapters preceded by an
introduction and a preface, and each chapter contains three topics.

The preface included a definition of values in language and
terminology, as well as the concept of value in the religious, philosophical,
and psychological axis, and a brief about the life of Ibn Saeed al-Andalusi

in terms of his name, lineage, birth, upbringing, and writings, and also
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included a brief about life in Andalusia in terms of the change of values
over the ages by focusing on the circumstances Political and cultural in it.

As for the first chapter, it came under the title (The Value of the Book
of Brides of Literature) in three sections: In the first section, we discussed
the historical value of the book, while the second section included the
critical value of the book, while the third section included the biographical
value of Ibn Saeed, completing the composition of the book.

The second chapter came under the title (Values in Poetic Selections)
in three sections as well: The first of them was in the formal aesthetic value
with three axes: The first axis included living nature from humans, plants,
and animals, while the second axis included non-living nature from
heavenly and earthly, while the third axis included manufactured things,
and the second section included moral and social values, while the third
section included other values in the poetic selections.

Then we concluded the thesis with a conclusion that included the most
prominent results we came up with, followed by a list of the sources and
references that we relied on.

As for the method followed, it is historical in its general framework
and supported by the descriptive analytical represented by deconstructing
the poetic verses and extracting their components and explaining their role

in forming the poetic text in general.
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
