This research entitled (Symbolization in Al-Qatami poetry
(D 101 A.H) is a technical study describing the topic of coding, and it is
one of the topics that received great interest among modern researchers,
and they referred to it in their rhetorical and critical studies that
specifically relate to poetry.

Coding is a technical subject that reveals the text's artistic and
aesthetic ability to express its effectiveness and its suggestive capacity.
It gives the literary text the advantage of indirect expression that
depends on brevity, ambiguity, symbolic condensation, poetic language,
and implicit connotations.

Regarding the reason for choosing the research, the researcher found
in Al-Qutami's poetry what helps her and encourages her to study his
poetry saturated with human, natural and religious symbols whose
textual content has been formulated with symbolic discourse based on
linguistic and graphic techniques as well as myth and paradox.

As for the research methodology, the researcher relied on the
technical and aesthetic description, linguistic and semantic in particular.
To reveal the techniques of poetic text that contributed to its activation
and to make its symbolic discourse a revealing capacity and a semantic
capacity.

Within the framework of the research plan, this research included an
introduction, an introduction, two chapters, and a conclusion.
