Objectives of the study: Investigating a set of objectives that can be
clarified as follows:
Subjective goals: The precise specialization in the field of International
Economic Relations, in particular the post-conflict countries to identify
the impact of International Economic mechanisms on reconstruction.
Scientific goals: Contributing in detecting the mechanisms employed by
the post-conflict countries and the possibility of applying them in the
reconstruction stage through applying them to the post-conflict countries
like the Rwanda and Kosovo models and then studying Iraq as a case and
manifesting the machanisms adopted after 2003 on the local level, the
essence of the regional roles and whether they support Iraq economic
renaissance or not, the essence of the international role represented by the
United Nations and its resolution and the United States role as the pivot
of the conflict in Iraq.
Objective goals: Constructing a clear view about the role of the
international economic relations in terms of the post-conflict countries
reconstruction and elucidating the importance of economy in
reconstructing the countries after the conflict stage.

Also, the study aims at presenting solutions and suggestions to the
Iraqi decision makers about the means and mechanisms needed to
constructing Iraq and consolidating its iternational economic relations

with other states.



In addition to that, the current study endeavors to enriching the local
and international libraries of political sciences (international economic
relations) in particular.

Methodology of the study

In order to investigate the study in details, several scientific
methodologies were relied upon:

- The analytical methodology: This was adopted in an attempt to get
acquainted with the elements and details of the current problem or
phenomenon and trying to relate the events together to identify the facts
and revealing the causes and reaching the conclusions.

- The statistical methodology: This methodology was employed to
clarify the economies of the post-conflict countries and the level of their
development using the satistical tools to collect the necessary data,
constructing the required tables and figures.

- The case study methodology: It is dependent on an applied case to the
subject of the study and identifying the economic and political
mechanism used by the study to enhance the international economic
relations and detecting the stages of the development they passed through
after the conflict.

- The historical methodology: This was employed to narrate the
historical events.

Division of the study:

The current study was divided into an introduction, four chapters
and a conclusion which mentioned the most prominent findings. Chapter
one deals with the essence of the international economic relations and the
conflict, while chapter two tackled the mechanisms that regulate the
economic relations that are adopted in the post-conflict countries on the
domestic, regional and international levels. From the other hand, chapter

three was dedicated to study selected models of the post-conflict
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countries through studying Rwanda and Kosovo models and the
application of the mechanism organizing the international economic
relations. Chapter four investigate the case of Iraq after 2003 and
clarifying the mechanisms applied on all the levels to manifest the
positive and negative points due to applying these mechanisms.
Results of the study

The study reached a set of findings that are chaaracterized with that
the local mechanisms adopted by the post-conflict countries as an
essential means to enhance their international economic relatios through
re-establishing their political systems, formulation of the constitution,
building the institutions and formulating the laws and codes that
contribute to increase the trade exchange relations on the foreign level.
Also, the regional powers participate in reconstructing these countries as
neighboring countries and the political and economic interests as well as
the role of the super powers represented by donations and assistances, the
role of the financial institutions in terms of loans presented on the long
run such as the role of the international monetary fund and the
international bank in this respect and also the international organizations
which issued resolutions that emphasize the international support to the
post-conflict countries such as the resolutions of the United Nations as

part of its policy to maintain the international peace and security.
