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Abstract
Biography of the Prophet through the precious book Al-Durr

This study dealt with the biography of the Prophet, as mentioned by
Ibn Aybak in his book. We investigated the narrations provided by the
author and compared them with the advanced and later sources. The study
was divided into an introduction and three chapters, in addition to the
conclusion and appendices.

The first chapter was devoted to talking about the author’s life and
era, as well as the author’s biography and science, as it included the
author’s name and surname, the political features and the social and
economic life of the era in which he lived, while the second chapter dealt
with the social life of the Prophet starting with his lineage and ending
with his mission. The third chapter sheds light on the migration and the
beginning of the civil phase, as represented by the conquests and missions
of the Messenger of God, as well as mentioning the miracles of the
Messenger and mentioning the conquest of Makkah and the rest of the
news.

The study concluded that the study of the Prophet’s biography
through the book Al-Durr Al-Taqim is extremely important, despite Ibn
Aybak being one of the prominent figures in the eighth century AH /
fourth AD rich in history, but he did not enjoy contemporary historians,
and Ibn Aybak followed in narrating the events of The Prophet’s
biography is the method of abbreviation, in addition to not mentioning the
sources from which he drew his information. This method was considered
a dominant feature of most of what he wrote, and at the same time, Ibn
Aybak neglected to mention some important events in the Prophet’s

biography in his book Al-Durr Al-Taqim.
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
