2 Constructing a scale for women's sports management for the Scientific
Supervision and Evaluation Body/Student Activities Department from
the perspective of its member.

3 _Identifying the level of strategic planning and the arrangement of its
specific areas for the Scientific Supervision and Evaluation
Body/Student Activities Department from the perspective of its
members..

4 Identifying the level of women's university sports management for the
Scientific Supervision and Evaluation Body/Student Activities
Department and the arrangement of the scale axes.

5-Identifying the percentage of strategic planning's contribution to the
management of women's university sports for the Scientific
Supervision and Evaluation Body/Student Activities Department.

The second chapter discusses the theoretical frameworks included in
the sources and literature related to the research variables of strategic
planning and women's sports, in addition to including a number of related
studies.

The third chapter includes the field procedures followed by the
researcher to complete the research requirements.The researcher used the
descriptive approach with the survey and correlation methods, due to its
suitability to the nature of the current research.

The research sample consisted of members of the student activities
departments in Iraqi universities, numbering 260 members, representing a
percentage of %34.66. To obtain the necessary data to achieve research
requirements, the researcher constructed two scales: the first for strategic
planning and the second for women's sports management.

After completing the scientific steps followed in constructing the two
scales, the strategic planning scale consisted of 51 items distributed across
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6 dimensions, while the women's sports management scale consisted of 49
items distributed across 5 dimensions

To reach the results of the current research, the researcher used the
statistical package (SPSS).

The researcher reached a set of conclusions, the most important of

which are the following

1 A strategic planning scale was constructed for the Scientific Supervision
and Evaluation Authority/Student Activities Department from the
perspective of its members in Iraqi universities, which included 51
items distributed across 6 axes.

2 A women's sports management scale was constructed for the Scientific
Supervision and Evaluation Authority /Student Activities Department
from the perspective of its members in Iraqi universities, which
included 49 items distributed across 5 axes..

The researcher recommends several recommendations, the most
important of which are :

1 The possibility of applying the strategic planning scale prepared in this
study to evaluate the level of departments and branches of other sports
organizations, such as sports federations, youth and sports forums, and
sports academies..

2 The possibility of applying the women's sports management scale prepared
in this study to evaluate the level of sports institutions and organizations
that care about women's sports, such as school sports and sports
federations..

The researcher proposes several proposals, the most important of which
are :

1 _Conducting studies similar to the variables of the current study (strategic
planning, women's sports management) and linking them with other
administrative variables..

2 Conducting similar studies to compare women's university sports among Iraqi
universities.
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
