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The effect of dramatizing curricula on acquiring and retaining grammatical
concepts for students of special education

Abstract

The aim of the current research is to know (The effect of curricula dramatization
in acquiring and retaining grammatical concepts among special education
students).

The researcher has put these two hypotheses:-

1- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of significance (0.05)
between the average acquisition ranks of the experimental group students who
studied grammatical concepts in the Arabic grammar subject according to the
curriculum dramatization strategy, and the average acquisition ranks of the
controlling group students who studied grammatical concepts in the same subject
as the usual way to test grammatical concepts.

2- There is no statistically significant difference at the level of significance (0.05)
between the average retention rates of the experimental group students who
studied grammatical concepts in the Arabic grammar subject according to the
curriculum dramatization strategy, and the average retention rates of the
controlling group students who studied grammatical concepts in the same subject in
the normal way In the Ordinary grammar concepts test.

The researcher intentionally chose (Tal Al-Shok School / Al-Houd Second School),
and Tal Al-Shouk School was chosen to represent the experimental group. While the
second Al Houd School represents the controlling group. The sample of the research
was (21) students, (12) students in the experimental group and (9) students in the
control group.

The researcher compared among the students of the two research groups in the
following variables:-

(Half-year degrees of Arabic grammar for the students of the two research groups.
The chronological age of the students calculated in months and the academic
achievement of the parents). To implement the research experiment, the
researcher prepared weekly educational plans, numbering (8) plans, (4) of which
were for the experimental group and (4) for the control group, In order to measure
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
