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This thesis was divided into a preface and three chapters: The preface
was titled Introducing the Seljuks and their areas of influence, where the
preamble came to show their origins from which they descended, the
areas of their original presence, the nature of the conflicts in their original

areas of residence and their entry into Iraq.

As for the first chapter, it was entitled (Touch bin Alp Arslan and his
royal family), where we shed light on the life of the great Sultan Alp
Arslan, and an explanation of his role in establishing the pillars of the
Seljuk state, how he entered the Levant, and imposed his control over
Aleppo, as we shed light on the Makarat Manziker, and the death of the
Sultan And the fate of the mandate of the covenant to his son Sultan
Malikshah. The chapter also shows the manner of the military formation

of Tish bin Alp Arslan under the Seljuk military regime.

While the second chapter came to shed light on the expansion of
Touch in the Levant, it was entitled (Touch in the Levant and his
struggles in the life of Malikshah), where the chapter talked about the
great conflict that took place between Tatch bin Alp Arslan with Muslim
bin Quraish, the governor of Aleppo, and Touch’s attempts to control
Over the important city, in addition to Tatch’s control of Damascus, and
we also showed the dispute between Muslim bin Quraish and his
struggles with the Seljuk state, and then his death and the fate of power in
Aleppo to Aq Sangar, who in turn continued the dispute with Tish, but
was not resolved in favor of the latter, but he achieved control On one of

the important cities, which is Homs.

As for the third chapter, it came under the title (Tetts struggles after
the death of Malikshah), where Letch, after the death of Sultan
Malikshah, declared himself the general sultan of the Seljuks, and
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renewed his conflict there with Aq Sanqar, until Aleppo came to his
control, and the whole of the Levant came under his rule, which prompted
him to To confront his nephew, Sultan Barkiaruk, which led to his death,
and the division of his legacy in the Levant between his two sons,
Radwan and Dakkak, who continued the conflict between them, which
made Muslims in a state of great weakness, which consequently led to the
abject failure in repelling the Crusader aggression against the Islamic
world, as well as For the inability to repel the Fatimids from the coastal

cities.

Then came the conclusion, and we included the most important
results that we reached by studying the historical events and conflicts that

Tatch and his sons fought in the region.
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
