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Abstract

The Muslim Brotherhood was characterized by intellectual activity
in the Arab countries and the countries of the Arab Levant. The Muslim
Brotherhood derived the thought of its activity from Islamic thinkers such
as Jamal al-Din al-Afghani, Rifa’a Rafi’ al-Tahtawi, Abdul Rahman al-
Kawakibi, Muhammad Rashid Reda, and Muhammad Abdo.

The emergence of the Muslim Brotherhood was surrounded by
many circumstances that existed in Arab countries due to circumstances
and intellectual delay due to the policy of the Ottoman state, which
enshrined the concept of intellectual stagnation, as well as the practices
by which it governed the British colonialism that occupied Egypt since
YAAY AD.

After the founding of the Muslim Brotherhood in Y3YA AD, the
products of thinkers and theoreticians of the Muslim Brotherhood began
to appear, such as Sayyid Qutb, Mustafa Al-Sibai, Hassan Al-Hudaybi,
Muhammad Mahmoud Al-Sawaf, Mahmoud Abdel-Halim, and Saed
Hawwa.

After the Muslim Brotherhood established itself in Egypt, its
activity expanded to the countries of the Arab Levant, such as Iraq, where
it emerged from among the Brotherhood’s men, Sheikh Amjad Al-
Zahawi and Muhammad Mahmoud Al-Sawwaf, and in Syria among the
Brotherhood’s sheikhs, Sheikh Mustafa Al-Sibai and others, and the
intellectual products and advocacy of the Brotherhood were influential in
Egypt and the countries of the Arab Levant. The most prominent of
which is the Al-Manshiya incident, which was carried out to assassinate
Gamal Abdel Nasser, in which the Muslim Brotherhood was accused.

We concluded from the activity of the Muslim Brotherhood during
the study period Y3YA-YaV3 AD that the Muslim Brotherhood had a clear
influence on the countries of the Arab Levant through its preachers.
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
