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Abstract
In the Name of Allah, the Most Merciful, Most Beneficent This study has

concluded that there are causes that account for faults. The most
enormous fault is Shirk (polytheism). Allah's Right takes precedence over
any other right, in Da'wa, supplication, sacrificing (an animal) and oath.
If sorcery and fortune-telling are enormities, how about those who go to
or believe sorcerers, augurs and soothsayers?! Swearing by other than
Allah; exaggeration in the love of the righteous men and the master of the
devout people, our Prophet, Allah's Peace and Blessing be upon him and
his family; and seeking blessing(s) of something not provided by Sharia
are not permissible. He who forsakes these acts, trusting only in Allah,
will be safe on the Day of Resurrection, God Willing. It is not of pure
faith to travel to a specific place as an act of worship except the three
mosques. All those were outward actions; whereas the inner acts include
the hidden Shirk and Riyaa (showing off in worship).

The fault rectifier must act calmly, gently, wisely and should dialogue
successfully. Sometimes s/he hints about the fault and other refers
explicitly to it. S/he praises the right person and advises the wrongdoer in
a good manner. Suitable alternatives should be provided. The fault
rectifier needs to know how to ask questions to reach the fault and
eliminate it. If necessary, s/he clarifies an issue using drawing to convey
or correct an idea. S/he is to directly enjoin and prohibit individual and
groups, reasoning, criticizing or rectifying practically with hand
sometimes.

The stability of the family is tantamount to the State stability. Therefore, the
fault rectifier is expected to know the Figh (juridic rulings) of the Muslim



family well. Thus s/he can prevent faults from getting into the family. If they
reached the inside, s/he should find ways to avoid the aggravation of trouble.
Each problem has to be matched with a suitable solution. The fault rectifier will
only be able to control such situations if s/he follows our Prophet Muhammad,

Allah's Peace and Blessing be upon him and his family.

The man has his standing at home and his duties; likewise, the woman does.
She should not be treated like an odalisque or humiliated or stripped of her
freedom in the name of Qawama (husband guardianship). She has rights that
the man owes to her similar to those that the man has over her. However, she

should not encroach on the status of the man.
