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Summary

This study dealt with the topic of (Commitment in Najman Yassin’s
novels), and its topic in general examines national phenomena and their
fixed values, as well as adherence to established principles that
represent a moral fault and confronting the pressures and oppressive
practices facing the characters. It is necessary to differentiate between
the voluntary commitment that individuals place on themselves in a way
Voluntary and obligatory, which is imposed by force and is arbitrary and
at the same time unjust

The study came with an introduction with three
chapters and six sections. The introduction and its title (On the
Concept of Commitment) dealt with the definition of commitment in
general with a comprehensive study of this concept starting from the
Greek era and passing through Western philosophers, then its concept
with the writer Najman Yassin as a narrator, and his narrative visions
were formed as he lived in the midst of his characters’ experiences. The
first chapter was titled (Political Commitment) with two sections, the

first (national commitment) and the second (confrontation).
The second chapter was titled (religious and social commitment) with

two sections, the first (spiritual principles and values) and the second
(social values). The third chapter was titled (aesthetic commitment). )
with two sections, the first (artistic and substantive commitment), while
the title of the second section was (aesthetic language) in form and
content. The research concluded by highlighting the results reached by
the research by investigating the results of each section separately and
then explaining their reasons.



As for the idea of the three novels sampled for the study (Black Music,
Fragments of a Heart, and Hijabs of Al-Faw), they are almost one united
by the theme of commitment to its various manifestations. (Black Music)
is a life experience that was employed artistically and mixed the real
with the imaginary within the context of the conditions to which the
nation was exposed in the year 2003. While the second novel (Shards of
a Heart) dealt with the character’s suffering with illness and
estrangement, while the novel (The Veils of Al-Faw) had a war focus that
dealt with a difficult period in the country’s history and the tragedies left
by wars and the various devastations and disasters they resulted in.
