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Abstract

The current research aims to measure the level of respect among
: Kirkuk University students, and to identify the significance of the
differences in respect among the research sample according to the gender

variable (males - females), the specialization variable (scientific - human)

and the academic grade variable (first - fourth). The research also aimed
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to measure The level of the mature personality of the research sample
according to the variable of gender (male - female), the variable of the
type of specialization (scientific - human) and the variable of the
academic grade (first - fourth), and the research also aimed to identify the
nature of the relationship between respect and the mature personality of
the research sample.
The current research community is determined by all the students
of the faculties of the University of Kirkuk, whose number is (23443)
male and female, distributed among the faculties of the University of
p Kirkuk, which number (18) faculties. , from Kirkuk University students
for the academic year (2020-2021), and in order to achieve the objectives
of the research, it required the need to build a tool (respect scale) and
adopt (mature personality scale). The statistician has become composed
of (57) items. While the second tool (the Mature Personality Scale) may
be in its initial form of (50) items in its initial form, and after performing
the apparent validity and statistical analysis, it has become composed of

(48) items, the researcher used the appropriate statistical means to process

the data Including (one-sample t-test, two independent samples t-test, and
Pearson correlation coefficient), the researcher reached the following

results:

1- There is a statistically significant difference in the respect scale in
favor of the research sample members

2- There is no significant difference according to the gender variable

w

(males, females), for the respect variable.
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3- There is no statistically significant difference according to the
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variable of specialization (scientific, human), in the respect
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variable.

4- There is no statistically significant difference according to the
variable of grade (first, fourth), in the variable of respect.

5- There is a statistically significant difference in the mature
personality scale in favor of the research sample members.

6- There is a difference according to the gender variable (males,
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females), in the mature personality variable in favor of males.

7- There 1s no statistically significant difference according to the
variable of specialization (scientific, human), in the mature
personality variable.

8- There i1s no statistically significant difference according to the
variable (first, fourth) grade in the mature personality variable.

* 9- There is a positive and statistically significant correlation between

the variables of respect and the mature personality.

The researcher concluded the following:-
1- The research sample is characterized by an average level of respect
2- The research sample is characterized by a high level of mature
personality.
The researcher also recommends the following:-

1. Enhancing a sense of respect among university students through
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guidance and counseling in solving the problems facing students
;‘ 2. Develop guiding plans for university students with the aim of

developing their personalities and enhancing respect for them

through indirect group guidance that seeks to familiarize the
individual with his capabilities and capabilities and encourage him

to achieve himself
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
