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Abstract

The narrative in modern literature has been clearly influenced by
cinematic techniques, particularly in its ability to translate words into
vivid mental images. The narrator has begun to incorporate visual
methods similar to those used in cinema, resulting in distinctive visual
and cinematic representations of narrative texts. Cinematic techniques
play a significant role in transforming words into images, making the
texts appear more engaging and imaginative. They also enhance
emotional interaction with characters and situations, allowing the
audience to feel their emotions. Furthermore, these techniques bring the
audience closer to the experience of cinematic viewing within the written
text.

Through the application of these cinematic techniques in the novel
"The Papers of Shimon the Egyptian," a visual dimension and new
narrative methods have emerged, as words now carry a pictorial energy
that transports the reader to a visual realm different from the world
previously inhabited by narrative storytelling.

The study connected the art of the novel with the art of cinema, and
the study plan was divided into an introduction, a preface, three chapters,
followed by a conclusion and a list of sources and references. The preface
was titled "Cinematic Techniques in Modern Novels" and was divided
into four axes. The first axis, "Terminology and Concepts," introduced us
to the meaning of the term cinematic technique. The second axis was
titled "The Dialectic of Influence and Being Influenced between Novels
and Cinema," exploring the beginnings of the interaction between these
two arts. The third axis was titled "The Specificity of Interpretation
between Novels and Cinema," examining the techniques that the novel
borrowed from cinema through their interactive relationship. The fourth

axis, "Osama Al-Shadhili: Biography and Creativity," included the
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author's literary and professional biography, his most significant
achievements, the honors he received, and the accolades he garnered for
his novel "The Papers of Shimon."

The thesis included three chapters, each containing two sections.
The first chapter was titled "Cinematic Narration: The Dialectic of Image
and Shot," where we discussed the narrative and cinematic images. The
first section, "Cinematic Observation," covered various angles of view,
including (overhead, low-angle, frontal, rear, and side views). This
section also included observational dimensions, referring to the distance
between the camera and the filmed elements, categorized into (close,
medium, and far). The second section of the first chapter focused on the
cinematic event of the novel (the shot), emphasizing the movement of the
event through (the fixed eye) and (the moving eye), while highlighting
camera techniques such as (zoom in) and (zoom out).

The second chapter, "The Production of the Narrative Structure,
"consists of two sections. The first section includes the frameworks of
event construction, where we discussed the patterns that make up the
structure of events, such as: (embedding, parallelism, succession, and
cycling). The second section focused on the production of narrative
conflict, where we concentrated on the various conflicts in the narrative,
including: structural (conformity and divergence), artistic (color and
space), and intellectual (idea and snapshot). The third chapter addressed
"The Cinematic Techniques of Narrative and Narrative Time." In the first
section, we studied "Techniques of Temporal Rhythm," focusing on
temporal acceleration (such as omission and summary) and temporal
deceleration (such as description and dialogue). The second section
included "Techniques of Temporal Arrangement," which discussed the
techniques of flashback and foreshadowing that assist in organizing the

narrative time.
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
